Highlights are mandatory for this journal. They consist afhert collection of bullet points that convey tharee findings of the
article.

Written permissions for reproduction of figures and tables from unpshotd or copyrighted materials are needed.

Authors are asked to transfer copyright of their arti¢tethe Publisher.

Please submit the names of three potential Reviewers (with postal and e-mail address). The Reviewers should be come from
a different country than the Authors’.

Results (stating the main findings) and/or condusi

Nomenclatureis not needed — all explanations should be placed in the text.
A combinedResults and Discussion section can be also appropriate.
The author-year system for the cited Referencémax 5 positionsin the one place) should be used in the text.

Tables and figures (without frames) should be placed out of the text (after References).

Figures should be (also, additionally) pre-prepared in o@n image file format likgpg, bmp, tiff, cdr (300 dpi).

Black and white or grey scalefiguresare preferred, colour figureswill be printed with additional cost.

Tables should not exceed the printed area of the pagen2Zength and 14 cm width. They should be numbeambrding to their
sequence in the text. The text should include eefas to all tables. Vertical lines should not eduto separate columns. Capitalize the
words ‘table’ when used with a number (Table 1).

Figures should be numbered according to their sequenteeiriext. Figures should be identified at the buttf line drawings by
their number and the name of the author. Special caust be given to the lettering of figures. Makee that the size of lettering is
big enough to allow reduction (even 10 times).

The description of figures should begin witltapital letter and be written in the following ordeg Time (s), Moisture (%, vol.)
(%, mPm™) or (%, mass), (%, g, Thermal conductivity (W mK™).

The captionsto all figures should be typed on a separate sheet at the ghé afanuscript.
All explanations should be given in the figure caption. Drawn textthe figures should be kept to a minimum. Cajz&land
abbreviate ‘figure’ when it is used with a numbieig( 1).

Referenceslist should contain about 30 positions for the origpegber or about 20 ones for NOTE.

References list should be arranged alphabetically by the naméeffitst author and then others. Two or more asidly the same
author(s) should be listed chronologically; twarare in the same year should be indicated by tteedea, b, ctc.
